Arrive at least 15 minutes early to familiarise yourself
with the surrounding and give yourself time
to get your thoughts together

Dress smartly and greet each hiring team member
with a smile and a handshake

Take a moment to absorb the information in each
question and answer calmly and clearly

Whenever possible, give an example of how your
skills, experience, or qualifications helped a previous
employer where relevant

Remember the job you have applied for and keep
your answers as closely tailored to it as possible

Try to provide positivity in each answer

Remember this is a chance for you to shine,
everyone wants to see you succeed

Finally, structure your answers using the
STAR method

STAR method

STAR is an acronym for
the following:

Situation: You need to describe the situation and
give a context and background

Task: Describe the task you were set. If your story
involves a team project, you must focus on what
your specific role was

Action: Discuss the actions you took in your attempt
to finish the task. Once again, stick to information
about what you did rather than other members of
the team. The goal is to showcase your skills

Result: What was the final outcome? Whenever
possible, give detailed and specific data. Instead of
merely saying that you finished the project on time,
give a tangible result
